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Terms of Reference of the Second National Cancer Forum

The National Cancer Forum is the national advisory body on cancer policy to the Minister for Health and
Children. The Forum is multi-disciplinary and representative of professional, management, voluntary and
patient advocacy groups in cancer. It was established in November 2000 with the following terms of
reference:

To advise the Minister on:

e progress in the implementation of the National Cancer Strategy

e the co-ordination of cancer services at supra-regional and national level

e best practice in cancer prevention, treatment and care

e the development and implementation of protocols for the treatment and care of cancer patients

e the evaluation of the effectiveness and quality of cancer services

e the co-ordination of research into cancer, in conjunction with the Health Research Board.
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
